SummerFire SafetyTips
- Division of Sate Fire Marshal
As we head into the final days of summer this Labor Day
weekend, the Division of State Fire Marshal is encouraging
citizens to take added safety precautions with outdoor grills an
campfires and to follow some important safety tips.
Campfire Safety
« Build fires where they will not spread; away from dry grass,
leaves, and never under overhanging trees.
*» Keep fires small and don't let them get out of hand.
» Keep plenty of water and a shovel around to douse the fire
when you're done.t8 it and douse it again with water
* Never leave a fire unattended.
« [tis important to follow campground rules for the use and
extinguishing of fires.
* Never start a fire without having the equipment and ability to
extinguishiit.

Barbecue Safety

« Before using a grill, check the connection between the
propane tank and the fuel line.

» Do not wear loose clothing while cooking at a barbecue.

* Be careful when using lighter fluid. Do not add it to an
already lit fire because the fire can travel up into the con-
tainer and explode.

» Keep all matches and lighters away from childiieach
your children to report any loose matches or lighters to an
adultimmediatelySupervise children around outdoor grills.

* Dispose of hot coals properly - douse them with plenty of

water and stir them to ensure that the fire is out. Never placé

them in plastic, paper or wooden containers.

* Never grill/lbarbecue in enclosed areas - carbon monoxide
could be produced.

» Make sure everyone knows to Stop, Drop and Roll in case 3
piece of clothing does catch fire. Calll9dr your local
emegency number if a burn warrants medical attenfidin.
burns to the face, hands, feet or groin require medical
